Some quotes from the  
CATECHISM OF THE CATHOLIC CHURCH 
SECOND EDITION 

 
[1] At every time and in every place, God draws close to man. He 
calls man to seek him, to know him, to love him with all his 
strength. He calls together all men, scattered and divided by sin, 
into the unity of his family, the Church.  

 
To accomplish this, when the fullness of time had come, God sent 
his Son as Redeemer and Savior. In his Son and through him, he 
invites men to become, in the Holy Spirit, his adopted children and 
thus heirs of his blessed life. 

 
 [97] Sacred Tradition and Sacred Scripture make up a single 
sacred deposit of the Word of God.  

 
 [778] The Church is both the means and the goal of God's plan. 

 
 [975] We believe that the Holy Mother of God, the new Eve, 
Mother of the Church, continues in heaven to exercise her 
maternal role on behalf of the members of Christ"  

 
 [882] The Pope, Bishop of Rome and Peter's successor, is the 
perpetual and visible source and foundation of the unity both of 
the bishops and of the whole company of the faithful. For the 
Roman Pontiff, by reason of his office as Vicar of Christ, and as 
pastor of the entire Church has full, supreme, and universal power 
over the whole Church, a power which he can always exercise 
unhindered. 
 

[1410] It is Christ himself, the eternal high priest of the New 
Covenant who, acting through the ministry of the priests, offers the 
Eucharistic sacrifice. And it is the same Christ, really present 
under the species of bread and wine, who is the offering of the 
Eucharistic sacrifice. 

 
 [1411] Only validly ordained priests can preside at the Eucharist 
and consecrate the bread and the wine so that they become the 
Body and Blood of the Lord. 

 
 [127] There is no doctrine which could be better, more precious 
and more splendid than the text of the Gospel.
